This project consists of replacing an existing 10-year-old Accuray TomoHDA Linear Accelerator with a new Accuray
Radixact linear accelerator in the UCDH Cancer Center's Tomo Room #0116C. The existing equipment will be
removed, and the new equipment will be delivered by a crane positioned on the south lawn area through an existing
opening designed for such purposes above a Waiting area ceiling. Flooring, painting, ceiling, lighting, HVAC, and
casework will be upgraded per UC Davis Health standards.

Estimated Construction Cost: $2,219,000
Estimated Construction Start: 01/02/2025; Estimated Completion: 01/26/2026.
