Post- Transport NICU Bedside Handoff

The goal of this handoff tool with be to enable transport team members to provide a
consistent and detailed handoff of pertinent patient information at the time of arrival to
the UC Davis NICU to the admitting provider and bedside team.

1. Upon Transport Team arrival to NICU:

- Transport RN will call Charge Nurse, NICU Fellow and RT upon arrival to UCDMC ER.
- Charge nurse will notify bedside RN.

- Provider team admitting the infant (including attending when possible) to be at patient’s bedside
upon transport’s arrival to unit to facilitate safe and expedient transfer of patient care.

2. Begin Handoff when all team members present and ready:

a. Patient transfer

e Patient transfer to bed
